Certification to Coach the GenNext programs.  

 

Only Accredited certified coaches may deliver the Kevin Mayall GenNext programs.  

Certification to deliver will be issued on completion and passing the training course by a GenNext 

master trainer. Certification is achieved by completing the training and demonstrating the necessary  

competencies required to teach the programs.  

 

Training process.  

 

Two full days (9-5pm) with trainers and one half day session with the trainers 2 weeks later:  

Day 1 Trainers do the programs as if they were students. The science behind the material is  

discussed and one on one coaching is done amongst trainers.  

Day 2. Trainers have recap of Day 1 before having the morning session one on one with  

individual volunteer students (one student per trainer for this session)  

The afternoon session is done with trainers working in a classroom environment (one class per trainer 

for this session)  

Once the two day training has been completed the trainers will coach 5 volunteer students to work 

one on one with over two weeks and attend another half day to complete accreditation.  

 

Once certification is complete, the GenNext series can be integrated into the curriculum.
